equipment along with the bar-coded tag. The more information you provide the more you
convince the shopper to buy you items.

Indoor and outdoor play equipment and ride-ons

Books- must have all the pages, no graffiti

Stuffed toys — only with tags are allowed and must be the following licensed characters
(Disney, Sesame Street, Backyardigans, Wonder Pets etc.) as well as battery operated stuffed
toys

Toys must be wiped clean using non-bleach Clorox disinfecting wipes and have working
batteries and all pieces intact

sold, it is the consignor’s responsibility to check the Consumer Products recall website
DVD/CD

DVDs and Music CDs must be in its original case and in good condition. Inspect if there are
severe scratches that may cause it not to work. Wipe it with a soft cotton cloth before
packaging the item.
